BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING
OCTOBER 13, 2014

The Board of Trustees of the Evansdale Water Works met in regular session at City Hall in Evansdale, Iowa, on the above date. Vice-Chairman Sharon Loftus called the meeting to order at 4:32 p.m. Members present in order of roll call: Sharon K. Loftus and Dona R. Frickson. Chad J. Borwig was absent. Quorum present.  


Loftus/Frickson to approve the October 13, 2014 agenda. Ayes – Two. Motion carried. 

Frickson/Loftus to approve the following Consent Agenda items: a) Approval of the September 11, 2014 Regular Board Meeting Minutes as submitted; b) Approval of the Accounts Reconciliation Report for September 2014; and c) Approval of the Treasurer’s Report for September 2014. Ayes - Two. Motion carried.

September Revenue: Deposits 2,651.00; Water Fund 39,328.99; Sewer Fund 32,664.97; and Garbage Fund 17,843.67. Ayes – Two. Motion carried.

Randall Avenue Water Main Extension Project Phase I – Authorization to pay Request #2 (Sub-Final) for $2,483.30: Frickson/Loftus to authorize payment of the 2nd Pay Request in the amount of $2,483.30 to Frickson Bros. Excavating. Ayes – Two. Motion carried.  

Natel Update – proceed with necessary equipment and service updates and installation: this item was tabled to the next meeting so Plant Manager Mike Ellison can obtain cost estimates. 

Discuss recent AT&T meeting at the Tower: Mr. Ellison relayed the discussion on tower lighting for the Board. The board felt that the cost of any lighting requirements due to the height of AT&T’s antennas should be borne by them. 

Discuss capital projects for FY 2015
a. Discuss and authorize purchase of two office computers: Loftus/Frickson to authorize the purchase in the amount of $2,018.00 plus shipping and installation. Monitors will not be replaced at this time. Ayes – Two. Motion carried. 
b. Discuss Norma Avenue Water Main extension: Trustee Dona Frickson will abstain from all discussion of this item due to her business connection to Michael Dean’s development project. With Chad Borwig being absent, this item was tabled to the next meeting, when the other two trustees can address it.
c. Discuss River Forest Road Water Main update/replacement options: the idea of abandoning the old water main that runs parallel to the dike was discussed. The homes on the west side of River Forest Road are currently tapped into that main. Discussion was held on changing their water connection to the existing main that runs along the east side of River Forest Road, and running new service lines to their existing shutoff on the dike side of their property. Office Manager Sandy Clements will contact other utilities to see how they manage projects like this and find out who pays the costs.
d. Discuss other projects: Mr. Ellison would like to finish the Randall Avenue Water Main Extension Project.  

Discuss Shared Department wage options: the benefit of continuing to pay one third of the public works director’s salary was discussed. Since our utility has an operator in-charge now, with all the necessary licenses, it would be in the best interest of the Water Works to pay on an as-needed basis. Mr. Ellison has plowed snow for the Street Department in the past, and the hourly Street Dept. employees help with water main breaks. Cooperation between the departments would continue.  

Renew CD’s – Authorize renewal of the following CD’s: a. Reserve Water Tower Fees CD No. 6513 for $40,475.00; b. Garbage Deposits CD No. 6529 for $10,000.00; c. Meter Deposits CD No. 6530 for $25,000.00; d. Reserve Water Tower Fees CD No. 6537 for $40,000.00; e. Sewer Deposits CD No. 6538 for $8,500.00; f. Garbage Deposits CD No. 6539 for $6,000.00; and g. Meter Deposits CD No. 6540 for $5,000.00. Loftus/Frickson to renew all the CD’s for six months at Chicago Central Credit Union, upon maturity. Ayes – Two. Motion carried. 

Discussion: in the future, meeting packets for Board Members will go out on the Friday before board meetings. The office organization project will be finished by the end of December.     

Loftus/Frickson to adjourn. Ayes - Two. Motion carried. The meeting adjourned at 5:38 p.m.
